RECREATION FEES

Ranger Park Licensed Preschool Discussion:

Discussion occurred around the possibility of the licensed pre-school
program being on a cost recovery basis. As of February 2011, the
preschool hourly rate was increased by one dollar per hour, from $6
per hour to $7 per hour, with no complaints or loss of registration
numbers, as the Town offers quality programs and instructors in a
guality facility. The Town operates a licensed preschool in two to
three hour blocks, for ten weeks, four seasons per year, for ages
2.5 to 5 years of age.
